Artist 

Someone very skilled at painting, drawing 

or making things 

Image A representation of the external form of a 

person or thing in art 

Colour Palette The range of colours used by a particular 

artist or within a particular piece of artwork 

Medium The materials that are used to create a 

work of art 

Swirl To move in a twisting or spiralling pattern 

Spiral Winding in a continuous and gradually wid-

ening or narrowing curve 

Dash A horizontal stroke  

Line A long, narrow mark or band 

Plastisphere The term used to describe the ecosystems 

which have evolved to live in human-made 

plastic environments. 

Skills and techniques 

 Select and develop ideas confidently, using suitable materials confidently

A famous Japanese artist is called Katsushika Hokusai 

Katsushika Hokusai was born: Around 1760 

Katsushika Hokusai started painting aged: 6 

Between the ages of 14 and 18 Katsushika Hokusai 

worked as : 

An apprentice wood 

carver 

Katsushika Hokusai worked up until his death in: 1849
