	Discovery Focus: 
Personal, Social and Emotional Development – Making friends/new school/learning routines and making links.
Find ways of managing transitions, for example from their parent to their key person.
Play with increasing confidence on their own and with other children, because they know their key person is nearby and available.
ntroduce daily teeth cleaning.
