Our local area and maps

The children will learn the names of animals that they see at the zoo. They will learn to talk about their different features and discuss similarities and differences between them.

The children will be able to name different buildings on a local walk; eg hairdresser, shop etc.
The children will learn to use simple maps, recognise water as blue and land as green on the maps. They will use physical resources e.g., floor mats, crates, small world area to make simple representations of maps to identify water/land, - name and locate places on simple floor maps.
The children will also begin to understand maps by using small world recourses to create maps of the Zoo that they have visited.
